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Abstract

I . Background and objectives

[ ] This study aims to introduce the concept of fuel poverty, the
notion of energy hardship, and also the debate on social justice
by examining how laws on energy efficiency and fuel poverty
contributed to bringing a socially just transition to a low carbon

society in the UK and Australia.

[ ] Fuel poverty has long been recognized as a social problem
among anti-poverty campaigners and academics, and there were
tentative policy initiatives to assist financially disadvantaged
households. The Fuel Poverty Strategy and Program in the UK
and Australia emphasized the importance of energy efficiency as

the primary means to address fuel poverty.

II. Main contents

[ ] Chapter 2 outlines the contents of energy poverty related legisla-
tion (Warm Homes and Energy Conservation Act) and analyzes

the policies and support (Fuel Poverty Strategy) in the UK.

[ ] Chapter 3 reviews the contents of energy poverty related legislation
(National Energy Retail Law (South Australia) Act) and analyzes

the policies and support (Customer Hardship Policies) in Australia.



[ ] Chapter 4 provides discussion on energy poverty and energy
welfare policies in South Korea and summarizes features of the
relevant legislation and associated policies from the UK and

Australia.

Ill. Expected effects

[ ] When an evaluation of the current energy and fuel poverty policies
in South Korea is performed, focus would be placed on the
effectiveness in realizing social justice through those policies and
programs. This study will provide a reasoning behind the scrutiny
and explain why the energy policy decisions should have fairness

as the fundamental prerequisite.
